BIOE140 Bee Lab #2 Instructions:
1. download bee program from course website

2. Change setting:  LEVEL=0

3. Change setting:  HIVE=1

4. In the hive, click the “map” button and then the “dance” button
a. Change the settings and watch the bees do their waggle dances
b. (this is not part of the assignment, but will give you a better idea of what the dances look like)

5. Go out looking for flowers as in the previous lab, but this time look for “tall” flowers in the various ‘worlds’ (nodes)

6. GOALS:
a. Find all ‘tall’ flowers (there are 5 in total)

b. Draw a map of all the worlds (you need to determine their orientation relative to each other and the position of the tall flowers within each world.
c. Draw an ethogram of the waggle dance for each flower as if you were the scout bee instructing other members of your hive how to get to the flower.
Below is a sample map.  Your map will contain all of these components, but will be more complex and represent the bee world according to the environment in the program.
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
